Superintendent Palmer reviewed his written report. He added that CCRESA
Superintendent, Wayne Petroelje, is working to setup the Grassroots program
with the other districts in the county. He is working with MASA with a couple
of different dates — February 26, 2020 or March 4, 2020. He also highlighted
the Technology Director’s portion of the written report, and the statement
that the article that was published with incorrect information has been
corrected. He congratulated Senior Student Representative Camille Schafer on
her acceptance to play soccer at Purdue University — Northwest.

Junior Student Representative Kiel provided the Board of Education with an
update on the competition play this year. For the first time in St. Johns’
history, they will actually be performing two plays at the competition; the
tragedy, The Story of Everything, will be performed on the main stage, and a
comedy, Anna of August, will be performed on the studio stage.

The members of the Board of Education commented on the decision the
superintendent made to call off school one day last week. Member Jackson
questioned an item on the October 2019 Accounts Payable report, which
Director of Business and Finance Kelly Corbett clarified. President Darragh
reminded everyone of the choir concerts that will be held on December 6.

Member Kirk motioned that the St. Johns Board of Education move into Executive
Session to discuss the superintendent’s evaluation, and was supported by

Member Jackson.
The motion passed unanimously by a roll call vote of 7-0 at 7:20 p.m.
