RESA Board of Education Special Meeting.

Motion by Member Kirk, support by Member Darragh, that the St. Johns
Public Schools Board of Education approves the purchase of a GMC
Sierra 2500 truck at a cost not to exceed $14,999.00, as presented.

Motion passed unanimously.
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Motion by Member Darragh, support by Member Nelson, that the St.
Johns Public Schools Board of Education approves the final facilities
recommendation consisting of the following:

1. Taking East Olive Elementary School offline at the end of the
2016-2017 school year.

2. Make Riley Elementary School a 2-strand building by redrawing
boundary lines for the 2017-2018 school year.

3. Repurpose the 2 town elementary school buildings into PK-2 and
3-5 buildings for the 2017-2018 school year.

4. Further explore options for utilizing the Wilson Center, with a
recommendation to be brought before the Board of Education by
the summer of 2018.

Motion passed 5 — 2 via roll call vote, with Members Drabek and Dedyne
voting nay.
