The St. Johns Public Schools Board of Education met in regular session on
Monday, August 7, 2023, at the St. Johns High School Orchestra Room.
President Jackson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Motion by Treasurer Nelson, with support by Secretary Boak, to approve the
agenda. Agenda unanimously approved.

Motion by Member Elliott, with support by Treasurer Nelson, to approve the
Organizational Meeting minutes from the meeting held on July 17, 2023.
Motion unanimously approved.

Motion by Vice President Darragh, with support by Member Mansfield, to
approve the Executive Session Meeting minutes from the meeting held on July
17, 2023. Motion unanimously approved.

Motion by Treasurer Nelson, with support by Member Boak, that the St. Johns
Public Schools Board of Education approve the 2023-2024 building handbooks,
as presented. Motion unanimously approved.

Motion by Vice President Darragh, with support by Member Elliott, that the St.
Johns Public Schools Board of Education approve the 2023-2024 Building
Curriculum Guides and Course Guides, as presented.

Motion by Vice President Darragh, with support by Treasurer Nelson, that the
St. Johns Public Schools Board of Education approve the registration for Vice
President Scott Darragh’s attendance at the Michigan Association of School
Boards’ Legal Workshop on August 17, 2023. Motion unanimously approved.
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District Cabinet members shared a short update for each of their departments
to the Board of Education. Superintendent Berthiaume added how welcoming
everyone has been to him and how he’s met with a lot of people. He
mentioned the Admin Retreat that’s coming up, as well as invited all Board
Members to the Opening Day Breakfast.
